Dear Ms. Klumpp:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Ms. Kenny with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease and gastroesophageal reflux disorder.  Her last visit was February 19, 2024.  She was able to lose 5 pounds over the last year.  She is unable to do a face-to-face visit today because she is caring for her husband at home who had myocardial infarction in January 2025 and he is still receiving home care services and physical therapy and home services and the patient needs to be there to help.  She is doing very well herself.  No hospitalizations or procedures.  No complaints.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema or claudication symptoms.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Synthroid was changed from 112 mcg daily to 125 mcg once daily and she is not using ibuprofen for pain or any other oral nonsteroidal antiinflammatory drugs.
Physical Examination:  Weight 143 pounds and blood pressure is 118/77.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on January 2, 2024.  I do not have any since then so nothing is up-to-date that last creatinine was 1.17 with a GFR of 51.  The patient will be going to get her labs done within the next one to two weeks she promises.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with upcoming labs within the next two weeks.
2. Gastroesophageal reflux disease stable.
3. Mild asthma also stable.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
