Dear Ms. Brickner:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Sybert with proteinuria, renal infarctions and hypertension.  His consultation was initially done on July 9, 2024, and he had elevated creatinine levels at that time.  He also has a history of CVA with left hemiplegia in 2023 with previous headaches, also benign prostatic hypertrophy and bilateral renal infarctions.  His creatinine levels have been checked after the original consultation they are gradually improving.  In October 2024 creatinine was 1.23 and estimated GFR is greater than 60, and on February 4, 2025, creatinine is even better 1.15.  The patient is feeling well.
Review of Systems:  Negative currently.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want highlight the Eliquis 5 mg twice a day *________* hydrochlorothiazide 10/12.5 mg once a day, Lasix is 20 mg daily and also Plavix 75 mg daily.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure is 132/89 and pulse is 103.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 02/04/2025, creatinine as previously stated was 1.15 with estimated GFR greater than 60 so progressive improvement, albumin is 4.6, calcium 9.8, phosphorus 3.0 and intact parathyroid hormone 66.2.  Electrolytes are normal.  Hemoglobin is 16.7 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  Proteinuria with improved renal function, also bilateral renal infarctions and hypertension currently at goal.  We have asked the patient to continue having labs every three months.  We will have him see Dr. Fuente at least one more time in 5 to 6 months for followup.  If creatinine continues to improve, he may be able to be checked annually or be placed on standby, but that will be determined at his next office visit.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
