HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents today with approximately one month of cough and congestion. She was treated by her primary care with an antibiotic and a steroid, completed that dose and then requested a second dose. Her primary care gave her a second antibiotic and a second steroid, she just finished that and was supposed to follow up with her primary, but he is not there today, states that her primary wanted to do a chest x-ray. No changes in her symptoms. She still has cough and congestion. No fever, body aches or chills noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 2.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use; just quit approximately one month ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
LABS: Testing in office, a UA showed no signs of urinary tract infection. She was here last time for urinary tract infection and was requested to have her urine sent off for culture. Other testing in office is a chest x-ray which showed no signs of infiltrates or pneumonia.
ASSESSMENT: Cough and flu-like symptoms.
PLAN: Advised the patient to do a sputum culture in the morning. We will send that off for culture upon receiving it tomorrow. Advised the patient to follow up with her primary care as needed and emergency room if she becomes short of breath. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
