ALLERGIES: SUDAFED.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional ETOH. No tobacco use noted.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Focused exam on the right anterior forearm notes 4 cm abrasion, excoriation marks noted, is not open, is not bleeding and clean at this time with approximate borders.

ASSESSMENT: Abrasion.
