Thank you for this referral.

This 69-year-old Asian male comes for evaluation. He does not smoke or drink. Denies any drug allergies. The patient does not have any symptoms.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: On recent evaluation he was found to have some abnormal protein in the urine and that is the reason he is here.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes for last two years and history of hypertension for last 10-15 years. Two years ago, the patient had a mass in the liver, which was removed but it was benign. Also at that time, he also had a cholecystectomy right before that surgery. He does have prostatic hypertrophy and he has to go to urine at night couple of times. Recently on lab evaluation, his CMP showed creatinine of 1.66 and EGFR was 44. He had uric acid, which was normal. The patient had rheumatoid factor, which was negative. His CBC was essentially unremarkable except some eosinophilia borderline. He had an ANA screen, which was positive and DNA antibody however was negative. The patient had urine protein electrophoresis, which showed urine protein 196 and abnormal band of 153 mg/dL it was in beta globulin area. The patient also had myeloperoxidase antibody negative. His protein electrophoresis, I do not see any serum protein electrophoresis. The patient has been on metformin, carvedilol, losartan, nifedipine, Flomax, and hydralazine.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is very pleasant 69-year-old Asian male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inches tall, weighing 240 pounds, and blood pressure slightly high today at 181/99 he says usually it is normal.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Abnormal protein in urine protein electrophoresis and slightly elevated serum creatinine.

2. Diabetes.

3. History of hypertension. Also, his immune protein electrophoresis showed gamma globulin at 0.7, which is below normal level.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, I do not suspect he has multiple myeloma however we will get a skeletal survey to see his serum protein electrophoresis is normal in the blood in urine he does have abnormal protein if skeletal survey is within normal limits at some point we should consider bone marrow aspiration biopsy I do not think it might be yielding much right now because of such small abnormality in his urine protein so we will keep an eye on that and we will see him in three months to reevaluate and go from there. For right now, we will await results from skeletal survey and then consider bone marrow aspiration biopsy if the need be.
