Kristi is a 65-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of chronic obstructive pulmonary disease, unspecified dementia, sundowner syndrome, confusion, history of anxiety, and behavioral issues.

The patient is taking her Zoloft, Remeron, and Neurontin to help with her behavioral issues at this time. As far as her COPD is concerned, she is tachycardic. She has muscle wasting. She has blood pressure of 92/77, heart rate of 100, O2 sats 92-93%. The patient is not using O2 at this time. She has had muscle wasting, weight loss of at least 5 pounds in the past month along with protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient’s review of the record indicates that her O2 sat drops down to 88-90%. She has refused oxygen in the past. Her MAC left arm is 20 cm at this time. She continues to be short of breath with activity. The patient is ADL dependent, wears a diaper. Her KPS score is at 40%. As far as her dementia is concerned, her current FAST score has dropped to 7D from 7A which is significant for her worsening of her symptoms of dementia. The patient’s care was discussed with Polly her caretaker at the time of evaluation. Given the current progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.

Essential hypertension, polyneuropathy, gastroesophageal reflux, and depression as well.
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
