Mr. Lindsey is a 66-year-old gentleman seen for face-to-face evaluation today with history of COPD. He also has with a hospice diagnosis of chronic diastolic congestive heart failure, essential hypertension, COPD, shortness of breath, tachycardia, hyperlipidemia, diabetes, pulmonary hypertension due to tobacco abuse, and cor pulmonale. The patient has become much weaker than last visit that took place on or about 10/01/24. He has lost weight. He states his nurse told him at least five pounds when they weighed him. What is important is that he is showing reduction in his MAC. He has bilateral pedal edema. His O2 sat was at 89-90% on room air. His MAC of his left arm is 24 cm. He is very debilitated. He wears a diaper. He requires help with ADL from his family. He lives with his family. The findings of tachycardia, hypoxemia, and cor pulmonale is related to his endstage condition as well. His other comorbidities includes chronic pain, back pain, knee pain, and hypertension along with hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease, neuropathy, diabetes requiring insulin, pedal edema, and severe hyperlipidemia. KPS score is at 40%. He belongs to the American Heart Association class III with shortness of breath with moderate exertion walking less than 20-feet while dressing, using the commode or bed pan. 
He does have oxygen available. When he does wear his oxygen, his O2 sat at 2L is at 94% as we checked today.
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
