CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also followup for liver abnormality. The patient also complained of erectile dysfunction and heaviness in the left ear.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has been seen by liver specialist for alcohol-related liver disease and he needs a followup appointment. The patient does not have any appetite problem and does not have any jaundice.

The patient complained of erectile dysfunction and it is going on for the past several months. The patient has quit drinking alcohol for last one month.

The patient also complained of left ear heaviness and it happened few years ago when he had cerumen. The patient denied any ear discharge.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, incontinent urination, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

The patient is also undergoing physical therapy for left knee pain and he was seen at Loyola University Medical Center.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on Symbicort inhaler 160 mcg/ACT one puff twice a day.

The patient is also on albuterol/ipratropium inhalation through nebulizer three times a day as needed.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg tables once a day along with low-fat diet.

No history of any recent surgery. The patient had hiatal hernia that was in 2023.

ALLERGIES: None.
PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is divorced. He has cut down his smoking to one cigarette four or five times a week. Alcohol, he quit a month ago.
The patient is able to walk now; however, he has left knee pain and the patient is able to do chores at home.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals left ear impacted cerumen.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

GENITALIA: Examination unremarkable without any hernia.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
