CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of generalized weakness and followup for hypertension.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has generalized weakness and had undergone physical therapy the past. The patient stated that his appetite is fine and he is eating regularly.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet once a day, low-salt diet.

The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on docusate 100 mg tablet once or twice a day as needed.

The patient has numbness and tingling and he is on gabapentin 300 mg tablet one time.

The patient has a history of vertigo and he is on meclizine 12.5 mg tablet once a day as needed.

The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on pantoprazole 20 mg tablet once a day along with bland diet.

The patient has a history of coronary artery stent and he is on Brilinta 60 mg tablet twice a day.

RECENT SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
The patient has lumbar fracture and he has undergone physical therapy few months ago.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone; however, his sister is nearby and the patient quit smoking in 2021. The patient denies any alcohol use or substance abuse; otherwise he is fairly active.

The patient also stated that he has helper who helps him for transportation and for shopping.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
