REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.
Blood pressure was not taken.
Pulse 90.

Respirations 24.

Temperature 98.0.
EXTREMITIES: Left Foot: Plantar surface, a subcentimeter hard nontender nodule is present. No migrating erythema. No surrounding erythema. Capillary refill less than two seconds. No edema. No discharge or bleeding.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Plantar wart.
2. Followup.
PLAN: Lesion was sprayed with liquid nitrogen. Mother and I had a discussion of this approach for a wart, we will repeat it once every two weeks or so. She was advised to purchase over-the-counter plantar wart plaster and to apply to lesion for two days, take it off for three. She states she understands and will comply. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
