Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Beatty who has advanced renal failure, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  Under a lot of stress.  Husband ill as well as mother.  She is helping everybody.  She is a retired nurse.  She stopped smoking in December.  Presently no vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  Cough from the smoking but no purulent material or hemoptysis.
Review of Systems:  Done, being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Has not been able to afford the PhosLo.  We are going to replace it with TUMS.  Continue vitamin D125.  I want to highlight the Lasix and low dose of Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 257, previously 241, and blood pressure by nurse 142/85.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  She is tall and large obese person.  No abdominal tenderness.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries January, creatinine 1.69 stable or improved, present GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  PTH upper normal.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV, underlying diabetic nephropathy and hypertension stable overtime without any progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Blood pressure in the office is fair.  Continue vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Change to TUMS as a phosphorus binder.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back in the next six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
