The patient is seen today with abdominal pain in upper stomach started today at school with questionable temperature of 100 degrees per schoolteacher, sent home, brought here by mother for evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Getting help with Math and reading at school three times a week. He states that he feels being scolded by teacher and not learning what he wants to learn in the past two months.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ epigastric tenderness without guarding or rebound. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing done with slight erythema of the pharynx. Given GI cocktail with 50% reduction of pain.

IMPRESSION: Fever by history, not confirmed in the office, abdominal pain with probable gastritis with history of school stress.
PLAN: Advised to take over-the-counter antacids and bland diet, with followup with PCP next week, with observation for progression of pain and temperature and will be seen here if necessary.
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
