This is a 100-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient is oriented to place, confused, increased weakness, spending 12-16 hours a day in bed, not able to walk any longer. KPS score is at 30%. She has ADL dependency, minimal appetite, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, bowel and bladder incontinence, requires pain medication around the clock, high risk of fall, so no longer walking at this time. She has had numerous skin tears in the past. Expected to do poorly. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
