Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Kyser comes in to the Bloomfield Hills Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of working as a delivery driver and as a home health care aid, but had to stop in October 2023 because of multiple medical conditions. She states that she was in a car accident and associated with the car accident she had a stroke and required heart surgery. She states that she develops on aortic dissection and had to have a mechanical heart valve placed. When she recovered from her surgeries, she noticed that she had lost some of her vision. She has not had eye surgery. She uses artificial tear drops occasionally.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/30 on the right and 20/25 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –0.50 sphere on the right and –1.00 sphere on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/40 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 18 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. There is mild attenuation to the vessels. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.2 on the right and 0.3 on the left. The eyelids show lacrimal prolapse which is more prominent on the right side than the left side.
Visual field testing utilizing an SSA kinetic test without correction and with good reliability shows 101 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 53 degrees of horizontal field on the left. The left side shows an inferonasal loss.
Assessment:
1. Visual field defect status post stroke.
2. Myopia.
Ms. Kyser has clinical findings that are consistent with a history of stroke. As well, she shows refractive error that would improve with new glasses. Based upon these findings, she should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. She can read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer. As well, she can avoid hazards in her environment. Her prognosis is stable.
