CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with swelling and pain to left hand for two to three days with increasing pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: 2+ swelling and 2+ tenderness to second and third metacarpophalangeal joints including distal metacarpal and proximal phalanx with slight edema. Remainder of musculoskeletal within normal limits.
PLAN: Because of diagnoses of possible gout, possible cellulitis, possible synovitis, the patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone with labs obtained including CBC, CMP, ANA, RA, and a sed rate with prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Keflex 500 mg. To follow up in two to five days, to go to the emergency room if necessary with referral to hand doctor for further evaluation.
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
