Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Drake comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of working as a janitor and states she had to stop approximately 10 years ago because of blurred vision and ocular pain. She states that she was diagnosed with uveitis and has received treatment at the Kresge Eye Institute for approximately 12 years. She states that she cannot distinguish small objects nor read small nor moderate size. As well, she cannot drive a motor vehicle. She has a history of receiving methotrexate treatments. As well, she takes Pred Forte eye drops approximately every two hours in both eyes and atropine drops in both eyes. She states that she is currently taking prednisone orally with a dosage of 60 mg. She states her last eye examination was one week ago.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/200 on each side. This is at distance and near, with and without correction. The pupils are round, but not reactive. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 11 on the right and 10 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral keratic precipitates. They are near total pupillary membranes on both sides with open iridotomies superiorly. The anterior chambers are deep and quiet. The fundus examination is not available because of the anterior segment membranes and small pupils. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic test with a III4e stimulus with good reliability shows approximately 14 degrees of horizontal field on the right and less than 5 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment:
1. Uveitis.
2. Cataracts.
Ms. Drake has clinical findings that are consistent with the measured visual acuities. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulties reading small print, using a computer, and distinguishing between small objects. Her prognosis is guarded.
