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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that it was in 2005, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was in Iraq between October 2005 to March 2006.  The patient tells me that he was exposed to multiple motor attacks.  There were many IED explosions.  There were many bomb explosions.  He tells me that he was within in the blast radius.  He tells me that every time the bomb exploded, he felt the explosion.  He felt the shockwave.  However, denies any loss of consciousness.  He denies any direct injury to the head.  Denies any falling down.  Denies any falling down and hitting the head.  Did not injure the head.  There is no loss of consciousness.  Denies any hemiparesis.
Since the event, the patient tells me that he is having memory deficit.  He has chronic headaches.  The patient also has slurred speech.  The patient tells me that his memory is not as sharp as previously.
Currently, the patient is a police officer.  The patient tells me that he needs to write things down a lot.  He needs still look thing so far many times.  His memory is poor.  He is not able to recall his task duties sometimes.  He is not able to be as efficient as previously.  The patient tells me he is constantly looking over things to make sure he did not do any errors.
It is my opinion that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in Iraq between October 2005 from March 2006.  The patient tells me that he was exposed to many motor attack and IED explosions.  However, the patient tells me that none of these explosions caused him to have head injuries.  He tells me that he never fell down and he never hit the head.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that there is no injury to his head from these blast explosions.  He tells me that these blast explosions were around him.  However, the patient tells me that there is no trauma to the head.  It is my opinion that the patient has not sustained brain injury.
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
