CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after laboratory test showing vitamin D deficiency. The patient has redness of the both eyes, family history of malignant neoplasm, and chronic bronchitis.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had a laboratory test done. Vitamin D level was low. The patient was started on vitamin D supplement 5,000 IU once daily. The patient also noticed redness of both the eyes without any crust formation or discharge and she is not in contact with any illnesses.

The patient has a family history of malignant neoplasm and the patient is going to be seen by Dr. *_________*.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, ear pain, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or double vision.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol nebulizer solution five or six times a day as needed.

The patient is also on Advair Diskus 250 mcg two puffs a day. 
The patient in the past had vitamin D deficiency and she was on vitamin D3 supplements 3000 units once a week.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her family. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Otherwise, the patient is very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals pink eye bilaterally without any discharge or crust.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact.
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
