CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, snoring, chills, fever, and followup for chronic bronchitis.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has nasal congestion followed by sore throat and then she had a low-grade fever. The patient did not go to work and she has not been exposed to infections lately.

The patient stated that she snores most of the night, sometimes it wakes her up. 

The patient has chronic bronchitis on and off and her abdomen is soft. There is no nausea or vomiting.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she uses the inhaler as needed.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single. Currently, she is not working. The patient never had alcohol or substance abuse problem.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Minor frontal sinus headache and nasal passages are unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement. There is no chest wall tenderness.
ABDOMEN: Soft but slightly obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.
