HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother who states that he had a pimple on the left side of his cheek and because he picks at it, her dermatologist gave her cream to make sure it does not get infected. She had been using the cream on the face and it is progressively spreading the itching, burning rash where she applies the cream to. She had applied it for two days, but then she stopped today. No shortness of breath. No difficulty swallowing. No feeling like his throat is closing off.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Exam of the lower portion of the face noted raised red rash clear borders. No weeping sores noted. It is not open at this time.
ASSESSMENT: Contact dermatitis.

PLAN: Advised the mother to stop putting the cream as it is causing the rash to increase. Advised self-care for washing techniques on the face and we will also prescribe a steroid cream to be applied twice a day. Advised mother to follow up with dermatologist as needed and discharged in stable condition.
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
