PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Focused Left Wrist Exam: Negative crepitus. Decreased range of motion due to pain. Negative edema. Capillary refill is within normal limits. Point tenderness to the lateral _______.
