HISTORY: This is an 11-year-old child accompanied by mother here with runny nose and fever. The patient was seen two days ago with similar complaints, was treated with amoxicillin and Motrin for suspected pharyngitis, sinusitis and infectious rhinitis. Two days ago, her tests for COVID, flu and strep were negative. Today, test for flu is positive. Child states she is eating and drinking okay. Mother states there is no vomiting or diarrhea. She states she just brought her in because of the fever not responding to Motrin; it will go away, then come right back in about two to three hours later. She states she has been taking the medication that she received two days ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.
Blood pressure 109/67.

Pulse 122. Repeat pulse was 102.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 100.3.
NOSE: Congested with clear discharge.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Influenza A infection.
2. Rhinitis.

PLAN: The patient was tested for flu and strep again; this time, flu is positive, strep and COVID are negative. Mother was advised to continue Motrin for fever, to increase fluids, to come back to the clinic if worse. She was given time off from school. Mother was advised that her condition is contagious and she should avoid being in much contact with the rest of her relatives. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
Mother was advised to take child to the emergency room particularly if her fever still does not remain below 100 with Motrin and if her pulse continues to be above 100. Mother states she understands and will comply.
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
