The patient was seen via Doxy and consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. David is a 46-year-old married Caucasian male father of two kids living at 4176 Oak Tree Circle, Rochester, MI 48306. Indicated that he has been doing much better. His medication is working and he does not have any problem. He has been in real estate business and is quite productive. Recently, he came and went to Bahamas and had a good time with her daughters and family. He is on Tegretol-XR 200 mg twice a day, Klonopin 0.5 mg at bedtime, benztropine 1 mg daily, fluphenazine 5 mg daily, Seroquel 25 mg in the morning and 200 mg at bedtime. He described that he has been doing very well. Medication is working. He has no problem. I further explained the role of the medication. Discussed risk, benefit, and side effect. Also encourage that he should get a complete physical and blood workup to rule out any side effect of the Tegretol especially on liver enzyme and reticulocyte count to which he agreed. He is due for blood test in March. I have send the prescription for 30 days. A followup appointment was given 30 days. The patient has consented for the treatment.
