CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 65-year-old Hispanic female seen preoperatively as she is scheduled for right knee surgery.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 65-year-old female who reports an episode of fall while at work on 06/11/2019. She stated that there was a hole in pavement, she inadvertently stepped into the hole injuring the right knee. She reports initial pain as 9/10 with associated swelling. Initially, she was unable to walk. She was then treated with ice. She underwent a course of physical therapy which helped minimally. Pain is now rated 6/10. The patient is now felt to require surgical intervention.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Asthma.

2. Arthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Right knee surgery 30 years ago.
2. Right toe surgery.

3. Left toe surgery.

4. Right shoulder surgery.

5. Neck surgery.

6. Carpal tunnel release.

MEDICATIONS: Acetaminophen 500 mg q.i.d. p.r.n., albuterol p.r.n., and Alvesco two puffs daily.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had heart problems. A brother and sister both had hypertension.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Eyes: She wears reading glasses.
Ears: She has deafness and tinnitus.

Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Vascular: She has varicosity.
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Gastrointestinal: She reports nausea and heartburn.

Genitourinary: She has frequency and urgency.

Neurologic: She has headache.

Psychiatric: She has insomnia.

Hematologic: She reports easy bruising.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/81, pulse 87, respiratory rate 16, height 63”, and weight 198.8 pounds.

Gastrointestinal: Abdomen is obese. There are no masses or tenderness noted. No organomegaly is present.
Extremities: Demonstrate trace to 1+ pitting edema.

Musculoskeletal: There is tenderness involving the medial, anterior and posterior right knee.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 67 beats per minute. There is an incomplete right bundle-branch block. Nonspecific ST/T-wave changes are noted.
IMPRESSION: This is a 65-year-old female who was noted to have an industrial injury to the right knee. The patient is now anticipated to undergo surgery. She has history of asthma which is stable. She further has history of arthritis which is also stable. She has a borderline abnormal EKG which is not prohibitive with regards to her planned surgical procedure. The patient is felt to be clinically stable for her procedure. She is cleared for same.
RECOMMENDATIONS: May proceed with surgery as clinically indicated.
