CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 37-year-old male with abnormal EKG.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 37-year-old male who had played sports his entire life. However, he reports that his brother died at the age of 27 of cardiomyopathy. The patient himself has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations. He reportedly had a stress test in 2006 which was abnormal. The patient was subsequently referred for further evaluation.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Abdominal mass.

2. Alopecia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
FAMILY HISTORY: His father died of lung cancer at age 57. Mother had a CVA at age 51. Brother died at age 27 of cardiomyopathy.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies any cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Review of systems is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 114/55, pulse 72, respiratory rate 17, height 71”, and weight 171 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 74 beats per minute. There is nonspecific ST/T-wave elevation consistent with repolarization abnormality.
IMPRESSION: This is a 37-year-old male with borderline abnormal EKG. His EKG has repolarization and this may indeed represent a normal finding in a young adult male. However, given his family history of cardiomyopathy, he requires further evaluation. We will plan on echocardiogram. We will further pursue stress testing.
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
