A 77-year-old gentleman on hospice with COPD.
The patient was seen today for his face-to-face evaluation. First thing I noticed is that he has got about extra 10 pounds of weight on board. He has got 2 to 3+ pedal edema in his lower extremity. He recently was started on antibiotic cefuroxime for UTI and exacerbation of COPD. He is short of breath. He is coughing. His blood pressure is 90/60. His O2 sat is 86% on room air; with 2 L of oxygen, it goes to 92%. He is edematous. He has increased shortness of breath. His Lasix was increased today per medical director. His weight is stable, but that is because of his 2 to 3+ edema and fluid on board. His MAC is at 24.3 cm in his left arm. His KPS is at 40%. He has generalized debility. He has hypoxemia. He looks a lot more worn out and tired. He has orthopnea and PND. He is not able to lie flat. He has right-sided heart failure, hypertension, anxiety, sundowner syndrome, agitation, protein-calorie malnutrition, osteoarthritis, weight loss, and worsening symptoms of his COPD along with CHF and heart failure.
His medication list was added after they were reviewed one by one with the patient today to make sure that his demise is not related to noncompliance or taking the medications the wrong way.
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
