CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining nasal congestion and mild cough and also followup for hydrocephalus.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has mild nasal congestion associated with cough and lately she has low-grade fever, but no chills and there is no exposure to infections or allergies.
The patient came today as a followup for her congenital hydrocephalus and she does not have any headaches and appears to be stable.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for congenital hydrocephalus and she has undergone VP shunt and the patient is stable now. The patient also had learning disabilities.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and the patient is up-to-date on vaccinations.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her parents. She has no sibling. She never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. The patient is in special education.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.
Mild nasal congestion without any discharge.
Oropharyngeal exam is within normal limits.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact. No focal deficits.
