Dear Mrs. Hyatt:

This is a followup for Matthew who has renal tubular disease causing a number of electrolyte mineral abnormalities.  Comes accompanied with mother.  He is compliant with all his medications.  Denies change of appetite.  Weight is stable.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea.  No change of urine volume.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  No edema.  No chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No lightheadedness.
Review of Systems:  Extensively done been negative.
Medications:  I want to highlight the potassium, magnesium and phosphorus replacement.  Aldactone might be causing some sensitivity on the breast area, but he is not concerned and also takes indomethacin.
Physical Exam:  Present weight 190.  He is wearing boots.  Blood pressure 130/65.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs, respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  Normal speech.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries; normal kidney function previously running as high as 1.13, presently back to normal, previously stage III-2.  Low potassium.  Normal glucose.  Normal sodium.  Bicarbonate elevated.  Normal phosphorus.  Elevated calcium.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Matthew has chronic tubular abnormalities causing low magnesium, low potassium, low phosphorus, elevated calcium with suppressed PTH presently with preserved kidney function.  Normal blood pressure.  Not symptomatic.  Before coming to Michigan he was extensively evaluated at University of Vermont.  No final diagnosis, but behaving as tubular abnormalities with a component of probably Gittelman.  Continue present regimen.  Might change to nonsteroidal mineralocorticoid antagonist if any further breast sensitivity of enlargement that will be eplerenone.  Plan to see him back in six months.  All issues discussed with the patient and mother.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
