Dear Mrs. Geitman:

This is a followup for Roy who has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit back in August.  No hospital visit.  Number of social problems at home.  Chronic nocturia.  Minor incontinence.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Some nasal congestion for what he takes Allegra decongestion.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or dyspnea.  No falling episode.  Some insomnia because of the social problems.  Hard of hearing.  Does not check blood pressure at home.
Medications:  Allegra-D.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 90/40 on the left.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries February; creatinine 1.37 stable overtime, present GFR 52.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Anemia 12.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Blood pressure running in the low side but not symptomatic.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  All chemistries stable.  Plan to see him back on the next 6 to 8 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
