Brandon Wessel has been seen in the office for 16 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Continuous glucose monitoring.

4. Attention deficit disorder.

Current Medications: Insulin via the insulin pump and Adderall.

General review is unremarkable at this point.

On examination, blood pressure 120/80 and weight 195 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 6.7%, LDL cholesterol 75, urine microalbumin is less than 7, and TSH 0.65.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with control on insulin pump and absence of complications. He has a small goiter and also history of attention deficit disorder.

His other pump was evaluated and downloaded and modest adjustments made to his program.

No further changes have occurred on this visit, as I am retiring in the near future, I recommend that he follow with the new endocrinologist.
