CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had a left flank pain with blood in the urine. With that the patient went to the emergency room. He was then admitted in the hospital with left renal colic and the patient was kept NPO and IV fluids were started. The patient was given antibiotic and after that urology saw the patient and then he had cystoscopy with stent placement in the left ureter. After that the patient was sent home and he stated that he still has blood in the urine, but not as before and there was vague pain on the left side, but there is no sharp pain. The pain level now is 3 or 4.

The patient also stated that he feels weak, but he is taking good rest at home.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, dizziness, loss of balance, or snoring.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient works a fulltime job and he lives with his wife. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur. Orthostatic blood pressure was unremarkable.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any pedal edema or calf tenderness.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
