Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis and sinusitis.

PLAN: The patient given dexamethasone 15 mg with prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Advised to follow up with PCP and here if necessary.
