The patient with history of fever of 100 degrees at school, complaining of upper abdominal pain onset today.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient complains of upper abdominal pain in stomach today at school with increased temperature reported at 100 degrees.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Getting tutoring with English and Math two times a week, thinks that he feels scolded during class.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: 1+ epigastric tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had flu, COVID testing and strep, all of which were negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Probably functional abdominal pain, gastritis, and questionable fever.

PLAN: Given GI cocktail with 50% relief. Advised to continue antacids and bland diet. Given abdominal pain precautions to be observed. To follow up with PCP and here if needed.
