PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: TMs obscured by wax. Questionable slight inflammation of left tympanic membrane.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection, questionable left otitis media with perforation of left TM by history.

PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK and Zofran. Increase fluids. To follow up with pediatrician, to see ENT if necessary and return here if unable to be seen by other doctors.
