The patient presents with constant bitemporal headache with slight photophobia for the past week without history of migraines, rated to be 6/10 as far as severity. He states he has been taking ibuprofen with some relief.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: History from Mexico x 2 years in 7th grade. He states there is increased stress at school with second language and worried about threats of deportation per family as per news.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of upper abdominal pains also intermittently for the past two weeks, relieved with ibuprofen.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Frontal headache, new onset, gastritis, with mild anxiety reaction.

PLAN: Advised to get CT of the brain without history of headaches. Also, advised to talk to school counselor about mental stress. Advised to continue ibuprofen. Recommended Excedrin for headaches as needed. Follow up in one week.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Frontal headache, new onset.
