HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 40-year-old gentleman comes in today complaining of nausea and vomiting for the past three days, over 24 hours upper abdominal pain. Couple of years ago back in 2021, he was told he had gallbladder issues and inflamed gallbladder; he was hospitalized for IV antibiotics. Today, he has no pain, but he has nausea and vomiting and discomfort of the upper abdomen.

He does not like to go to the doctor. He has not done any workup regarding his gallbladder or GI workup in the past.
The patient received Phenergan 25 mg with good response and Rocephin 1 g now. The patient will have further treatment at home and workup.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: GERD per the patient.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Omeprazole 40 mg.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He gave up drinking alcohol for Christ years ago. He smokes. He does not do any drugs.
FAMILY HISTORY: _______ cancer reported in mother and father.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress except for the nausea.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 204 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Respirations 18. Pulse 57. Blood pressure 143/82. Afebrile.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Slight tenderness over the right upper quadrant.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Abdominal pain, right upper quadrant.

2. Gallbladder shows a septate gallbladder, but no stones.

3. Gallbladder is not inflamed.
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4. I am going to order a HIDA scan.

5. Bentyl 20 mg at home.

6. Zofran 8 mg at home.

7. Cipro 500 mg at home.

8. Rocephin now.

9. Phenergan 25 mg now.

10. If not improved, must go to the ER.

11. Check blood work.

12. Check amylase, lipase, vitamin D, B12, PSA, lipid, CBC, CMP, and TSH.

13. Check liver function test of course.
14. He has had some leg pain and arm pain; for this reason, we looked at an ultrasound of his arms and legs and they were within normal limits.
15. Prostate is within normal limits.

16. With history of dizziness in the past, we looked at his carotid ultrasound which was within normal limits.
17. Thyroid looks normal.

18. Echocardiogram is within normal limits today which was done because of his chest pain and abdominal pain.
19. The patient is to come back next week.
20. We will follow up with the HIDA scan and may need EGD and CT scan if not improved.

21. Meanwhile, he will go to the emergency room if the medications at home are not controlling his symptoms.
