CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after the knee surgery and CT of scan of the chest. The patient also complained of poor appetite and weight loss.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his son and he had a surgery done where he did very well and undergo physical therapy. However during the hospitalization the patient had near syncopal episode and he had an extensive workup done including CT scan of the chest to rule out PE; however, they found a mass in the right lung. After that he was seen by pulmonologist during the hospitalization and he -had a bronchoscopy with biopsy and it showed malignancy. The patient was seen by oncologist; however, the patient wants to change to an oncologist close to his home. At this time the patient has poor appetite and subsequently lost some weight. He does not have any excessive cough or blood in the saliva.

The patient’s knee has been feeling much better and he does the home exercises.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 2.5 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of numbness and tingling of the lower extremities and he is on gabapentin 300 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of smoking and he was on nicotine patch, but he has quit smoking and not using any more patches.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a widower and he lives with his son. He never drank alcohol and smoking habit was for several years and he quit two months ago. His exercise is mostly walking.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.
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Chest wall examination reveals significant deformity or tenderness and there is no lymph node enlargement.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact; however, the patient’s gait is slow and it needs some help especially up and down the stairs.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his son and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
