CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after laboratory test. The patient came today also complaining of heartburn and followup for hypertension and vitamin B12 injection.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has heartburn on and off and sees a gastroenterologist and she is scheduled for endoscopy. The patient denied any nausea or vomiting and there was no black stool or red blood per rectum. The patient had laboratory test done recently and it showed anemia. Hemoglobin was 8.9; however serum iron was unremarkable, but the reticulocyte count was not increased.

The patient has hypertension on and off and it was elevated today. The patient denied any chest pain or shortness of breath.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, ear discharge, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, change in stool color, urinary incontinence, or leg swelling or calf swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 5 mg tablet once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient also has a history of vitamin B12 deficiency and she is on 1000 mcg injection every month.

The patient is also on clonidine 0.1 mg tablet two tablets in the morning and one in the evening along with low-salt diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on lisinopril 5 mg tablet two tablets in the morning and one in the evening.
The patient has a history of chronic rhinitis and she is on montelukast 10 mg tablet once a day.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is minor epigastric tenderness and bowel sounds are active. There is no organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
