The patient presents with history of fever of 103 for the past four days with some cough and congestion initially six days ago per mother with decreased appetite. She states he was seen at HCA Hospital here in town, told that he had type A flu, without treatment.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without mass. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

The patient had strep screen in the office as well as chest x-ray which was read without definite infiltrate, with history of persistent fever up to 103 for four to six days.

IMPRESSION: Fever viral etiology with non-strep pharyngitis and type A flu.

PLAN: Given prescription for azithromycin to take and to follow up with pediatrician, to go to ER if worsens, presently in no distress at all, running and playing, with fever on presentation to office.
