This is a 68-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of heart failure, hypertension, and history of viral hepatitis C. The patient was found to be short of breath with symptoms of ascites, mild lower extremity swellings, and KPS score of 40%. The patient’s vital signs are abnormal because the blood pressure was 156/104. This was related to the DON and the Medical Director regarding increasing the patient’s medication for blood pressure. The patient has left MAC of 23.5. She also has a history of chronic pain, anxiety, asthma, cor pulmonale, protein-calorie malnutrition, PVD, and hypertension. Her CHF appears to be both systolic and diastolic in nature associated with right-sided heart failure. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She continues to be short of breath at all times. She requires nebulizer treatment and belongs to the New York Heart Association class IV of heart failure given her current symptomatology and findings.
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
