He has refused oxygen in the past _______ suicide, but he states he would definitely want to use his oxygen. He is also having problem with his breathing treatment. His mask is not functioning. A new mask has been ordered stat.

He was also found to be hypertensive because of his shortness of breath. His other medical issues includes depression, schizophrenia, ADHD, chronic pain, and gastroesophageal reflux. His O2 sat was at 89%. Pulse 100. He has mild pedal edema. His MAC is 30 cc on the right side. He also not eating. He has lost weight per his partner and having symptoms of tachycardia, air hunger and cor pulmonale related to his COPD. The patient has a KPS score of 40% and continues to have decreased appetite. He wears adult diapers and requires help with all ADL. He is found to be bowel and bladder incontinent as well. Initially, he had lost 17 pounds in January, but it seems per caretaker that he has lost at least 2 or 3 more. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
