This is a 69-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of COPD as well as congestive heart failure. The patient has a MAC of 32 cm. He has decreased appetite, shortness of breath, tachycardia, cor pulmonale, right-sided weakness related to history of stroke, right-sided heart failure causing swelling in his lower extremity, requiring prednisone on regular basis because of his severe endstage COPD. He requires help with all ADL and wears a diaper. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. He lives with family members. Last time, he was on prednisone was the beginning of 2025. He does have rales and rhonchi which he is treating with breathing treatments. He continues to use his oxygen at 2L with O2 sat hovering around 90-92% and continues to have 2+ pedal edema related to his cor pulmonale. His MAC most recently was 26 cm on the left side which has dropped from earlier MAC of 32 cm at the admission.
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
