This is an 80-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with Alzheimer’s dementia.
The patient was seen on this Saturday due to increase symptoms of Sundowner syndrome. The patient has been switched from different medication to help with his anxiety. He is about receive Restoril to help him rest at night because he is staying up most of the night.

He repeats the same words over and over. He is confused. He does not know his name. He does not know where he is or what time it is. He is definitely disorient to person, place and time. His ADL dependent. He has bowel and bladder incontinence. He is not staying in bed 24 hours a day. His KPS is now 40%. The FIST was 7C. His MAC is 23 cm, which has dropped at least 1.5 cm. He also suffers from protein calorie malnutrition, COPD, Sundowner syndrome, decreased weight, and decreased weight. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. There is definite change in his mental status from 7B to 7C and dropping his FIST score 7B to 7C. His O2 sats 92% on room air with pulse of 100.
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
