A 78-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage renal failure. The patient has had tremendous weight loss, nausea, constipation, aspiration syndrome, tremors related to mixed Parkinson’s and essential tremors, cogwheel rigidity, anxiety, postural hypotension, frequent falls, stiffness, pill rolling affect of the upper extremity, shuffling gait, high risk of fall, and ADL dependency. He does wear a diaper and has a 1+ pedal edema.
Michael would like something for itching. His itching has increased secondary to his renal failure. He does have mild edema of the lower extremity as was mentioned once again related to his renal failure. Michael was found to have O2 sats of 95%, pulse of 68, and blood pressure 137/65. The caretaker tells me that Michael was much weaker. She has difficulty ambulation as a matter of fact requires help of staff to help him ambulate around. Michael’s KPS at this time is MAC is reported at 26 cm. He also suffers from anxiety, depression, constipation, insomnia, which is worsened by his renal insufficiency. His KPS was reported at 50%, but most likely I would say it is at 40% since he requires help with most ADL now. His overall prognosis remains poor given the natural progression of his disease and his renal failure most likely has less than six months to live. His appetite is diminished. His nausea is related to his renal failure of course so is his muscle wasting and his weight loss is unavoidable.
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
