Ms. Waldon is a 47-year-old woman with history of COPD, O2 dependency, tachycardia, pedal edema, and shortness of breath. The patient was found to be in recliner. She has severe shortness of breath with any type of activity, pulmonary hypertension, chronic prednisone therapy. The patient was found to her O2 sats of 92% on 3L with a pulse of 124. She uses her oxygen at 3 to 4L. She would like to be helped outside to smoke, but has becoming less and less since she cannot smoke in the house. She is short of breath at all times. She also suffers from weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. She uses her breathing treatments around the clock. She uses her oxygen most of the time unless she gets “tired” and does not want to use it any more as she states. Her KPS score is at 40%. Her weight loss is unavoidable. Her recent MAC was reported at 27 cm on the right side. Her KPS score is at 40%, she has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires help with some ADL at age 47. Her daughter is a nurse who is also considered her primary caregiver and helps her with her daily activity including bathing, toileting, and dressing. Initial MAC was at 32 cm on or about 06/21/2024. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She states that she is not sleeping more and she does have air hunger and anxiety issues that has been treated with medication.
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
