This is a 70-year-old gentleman total and completely bedbound, ADL dependent with history of congestive heart failure, shortness of breath, PND, orthopnea, pedal edema, right-sided heart failure, and tachycardia. The patient has a KPS score of 40%. His appetite has been diminished. His weight has been stable. He also suffers from renal insufficiency, anemia, and debilitation severe. He is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. He does require turning every two hours from developing bony ulcerations. He also suffers from hypertension, BPH, hyperlipidemia, atrial fibrillation, history of fall, and insomnia. KPS has dropped down to 40%. His recent MAC was reported at 28 cm right side. He continues to have 2+ pedal edema. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given his natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. His vital signs today were as follows: O2 sat 96% on room air, pulse 99, respirations 20, and blood pressure 98/73. His hypotension has responded to the lower dose of his ACE inhibitor. 
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
