CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after hospital discharge.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a fall at home resulting in right hip fracture and right femur fracture. After that the patient had open reduction and internal fixation of the hip fracture and after that the patient was transferred to rehabilitation and she had much control in the pain and she is ambulating with a walker and now she is receiving home physical therapy and the patient is doing much better. The patient came today with her daughter who takes care of the patient at home.
The patient also has hypercholesterolemia and hypertension and came today for a followup.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 10 mg one tablet a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient had a history of stroke in 2011. The patient was on Plavix and was stopped by neurologist.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her daughter. The patient quit smoking in 1990. Now she is doing more activity with a walker.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft and slightly obese without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

Right hip surgical scar completely healed and is not tender. Also the patient has scar on the right thigh.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate with a walker.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her daughter and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
