Dear Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup for Kathy who has chronic kidney disease, obstructive uropathy, bladder cancer resection, ileal loop and also has left-sided colostomy as part of the bowel was removed.  Follows with Tri-City Urology.  No reported fever, bleeding or changes in appetite.  No vomiting.  Anticoagulated INR at 2.  Uses CPAP machine.  No oxygen.
Review of Systems:  Done extensively being negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight midodrine, potassium replacement bicarbonate, on Coumadin and exposed to Carafate.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 129/78.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal distention or tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  The most recent chemistries January, anemia 10.2.  Minor low platelets.  Creatinine 2.27.  Normal potassium.  Metabolic acidosis 14.  High chloride.  Minor low sodium.  Normal albumin.  Corrected calcium in the low side.  Phosphorus was not done.  Normal B12 and folic acid.  Minor increase alkaline phosphatase.  Recent kidney ultrasound small kidney on the right 8.6 with evidence of hydronephrosis.  No changes from October last year.  Left kidney normal size, no obstruction.  Spleen appears enlarged.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  Continue to monitor.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  For practical purpose only working on the left kidney as the right-sided is small and hydronephrotic.  Metabolic acidosis from GI losses, ileal loop and renal failure.  Increase bicarbonate to twice a day.  Exposed to Carafate.  Check aluminum.  Blood test needs to include phosphorus.  Present potassium well replaced.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  All issues discussed at length.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
