Dear Dr. Becklin:

This is a followup for Mr. Pickle who has chronic kidney disease, chronic hematuria, proteinuria, hypertension and prior exposure to lead.  Last visit in September.  No hospital emergency room visit.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive of review system being negative, has not been so physically active because of the weather or plan to do it as soon as he is more tolerable.
Medications:  I reviewed medications.  Notice the losartan.  Does not check blood pressure at home.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 128/72.  Alert and oriented x3.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, normal electrolytes.  Creatinine 3.2 and GFR 19.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.9.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  No indication for dialysis.  Chronic hematuria or proteinuria.  No biopsy has been done or needed.  Prior exposure to lead.  Blood pressure in the office appears to be well controlled.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  All chemistries stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
