HISTORY: This is a 57-year-old gentleman here with pain in his right lower eyelid. The patient stated this has been going on for approximately two days. He states he saw a little pimple on his lid and it is now bigger and more painful. He states pain is approximately 4/10, increased with touch and stated pain is non-radiating and he denies trauma.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative. The patient requests to refill his tadalafil. He stated last visit he only received 30 and would like to have the remaining 60; he is going to California and will be taking his medication there with him.
The patient denies double vision. Denies blurred vision. He states that his eyes hurt only when he moves his eyes and comes in contact with lesion of his lid or when he touches it.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 sat is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 160/90.

Pulse is 84.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.4.
RIGHT EYE: Pustule approximately 0.6 cm. Tender to palpation with localized erythema. Conjunctiva is mildly injected. EOM full range of motion. PERL.
VISUAL ACUITY: The patient counts fingers with no difficulties.

ORBIT: No periorbital edema or erythema. No tenderness in the periorbital regions bilaterally.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute stye, right lower lid.
2. Eye pain.
3. Erectile dysfunction.

1. Gentamicin ophthalmic solution 0.3% two drops t.i.d. for 10 days #10 mL.
2. Tadalafil 10 mg one p.o. daily for 60 days #60.
